<6/12

Less than a 6/12 Pitch

For roofs less than
6/12 pitch, the distance
between the butt end
and the pad face must
be a minimum of 3x the
thickness of the roofing
material.

Greater than or
equal to 6/12 Pitch

For roofs greater than
6/12 pitch, the distance
between the butt end
and the pad face must
be a minimum of 6x the
thickness of the roofing
material.

SYSTEM DESCRIPTION

A. COMPONENTS
1. Yeti 9 snow guard system consists of individual metal snow guards
2. Fasteners
a. Tobe of metal compatible with snow guards
b. Fasteners should be selected for compatibility with roof deck
c.  All snow guards must be mechanically fastened to the roof deck.
3.  Sealant
a. Tobeapproved by the roofing material manufacturer

B. DESIGNREQUIREMENTS
1. Spacing to be recommended by manufacturer or building engineer.
2. Minimum 3 fasteners per snow guard.
3. Itisimportant to design new structures or assess existing structures to make sure that
they can withstand retained snow loads.

3.1 EXAMINATION
A. Substrate

snow loads. Notify owner or general contractor of any deficiencies before installing
snow guards.
2. Verify that roofing material has been installed properly prior to installing snow
guards.
3.2 INSTALLATION
A. Comply with architectural drawings for location and with Manufacturer’s instructions for

installation and layout.

Systems designed by Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, installed properly should last the life of the roof. Rocky Mountain
does not recommend adhesive tape or sealant attachment for any snow fence or snow guard system. Rocky
Mountain snow retention systems installed on commercial buildings, above high traffic areas or in areas with high snow
loads should be inspected by a qualified roofing or snow retention professional on an annual basis to ensure the system
will continue to perform as designed.

Bolt Down Snow Fence Systems:

1. Inspect brackets, snow fence components and fasteners for evidence of damage.
2. Replace damaged parts prior to the next snow season.

Clamp to Seam Snow Fence and Snow Bar Systems:

Inspect brackets, snow fence and snow bar components for evidence of damage.

Replace damaged parts prior to the next snow season.

Check torque on set screws with an appropriate torque wrench.

Torque set screws to recommended torque. This is especially important after the 1st snow season.

Snow Guards:
1. Inspect snow guards for evidence of damage.

2. Inspect exposed fasteners.
3. Replace damaged parts prior to the next snow season.
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We design our systems for roof snow loads as shown on architectural drawings or supplied by building engineers.
When those are not available, we calculate the roof snow load using ASCE standards for computing roof snow
load based on available ground snow loads. We design to meet the maximum published snow loads for the area. It

is possible that extreme weather events or snow drifting can occur that will exceed the maximum published snow
load.

Rocky Mountain uses a 2X safety factor for load calculations on most snow retention plans. In some cases, Rocky
Mountain may use a 1.56X or 3X safety factor in determining load factors.

We often design snow retention systems for specific roof sections as directed by the customer. We cannot be held
responsible for damage from snow slides on roof areas without a RMSG designed snow retention system.

It is possible that snow and ice sliding from an upper roof without a snow retention system onto a lower roof
section with snow retention can cause an avalanche from the lower roof to the ground. It is important to retain
snow on both upper and lower roofs.

Rocky Mountain assumes no liability for system performance when the quantity of parts ordered differs from the
quantity on the snow retention plan prepared by Rocky Mountain.

Clamp-to-seam systems may not perform as designed if the actual panel seam is different than the panel seam
information supplied by the customer.

In the event the customer cannot identify the seam type, Rocky Mountain will do its best with the help of S-5! to
identify seam. It is possible that the clamp recommended by Rocky Mountain will not perform as intended. In
these situations, it is the responsibility of the customer to verify that the clamp fits the actual seam before
installing the entire system.

Torque wrenches must be used during the installation of clamp-to-seam systems to obtain the proper torque. If
you're not sure of the proper torque for your clamp and seam, contact Rocky Mountain before installation. Both
over-tightening and under-tightening will affect the performance of the system.

On steep slopes (generally exceeding 8/12 pitch) snow may avalanche over snow guard and snow fence systems.
Rocky Mountain will not be responsible for performance of a system installed without a Rocky Mountain

prepared job specific snow retention plan, nor will Rocky Mountain be responsible for the performance of a
system that does not follow the supplied Rocky Mountain prepared job specific snow retention plan.
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Terms & Conditions of Sale:

1. Payment. Payment is required up front for any buyers not yet set up with a credit account through Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc.. Payment accepted in the form of check,
cash, or credit card. For buyers set up as credit holders through Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc., payment is due in net terms as described on invoice. If amount is past due and
collection efforts are required, Buyer is responsible for all incurred costs associated with collections. Seller may require that delinquent buyer provide up to a 75% up front deposit on
all future orders if delinquency is frequent or severe, after payment is received on delinquent account. Seller has right to refuse sale to anyone it deems a credit risk and can withdraw
credit when products necessary at the sellers sole discretion.

2. Returns. Stock products- This includes only products which are regularly stocked by RMSG and are in stock colors (does NOT include custom and/or special order). Products
may be returned in complete sets within 90 days of purchase for credit or a refund check. Products must be returned in resalable condition, including packing material.
A 20% restock fee will be assessed at time of refund, once return is approved by RMSG.

3. Shipping. Products will be shipped in most cost effective way to buyer. All shipping cost, including freight re-consignment fees will be billed to buyer at actual cost. Risk of loss
shall pass to the buyer upon delivery to the carrier. Seller is not responsible for any delays in delivery caused by carrier. Missing or damaged items must be reported within 48 hours of
receipt of delivery.

4. Governing law and Jurisdiction. This agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with Colorado Law. Any disputes shall be resolved in the court of law

of Denver County, Colorado. Buyer submits to personal jurisdiction in Colorado, and agrees that Colorado court will have exclusive jurisdiction over disputed manner and terms laid
forth in this document between buyer and seller constitute the sole contract.

Terms & Conditions of Layout & Design:

By accepting and signing the quote and layout provided to you by Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc., you are aware that the installation and function of the snow retention system is
the responsibility of the snow retention installer. Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc. provides engineered layouts and designs based on the specific project factors as presented to the
design team. RMSG is not responsible for system failure in the event the information provided does not accurately reflect the job conditions.

This includes:
1. Errors in measurement of particular roof sections including- roof pitch, eave length, roof support structure spacing, and rafter length.
2. Unknown and unrepresented factors including the presence of roof areas that directly impact a protected section or the presence of foreign roof objects such as solar panels.

Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc. can only design a system based on the project factors presented and will not conduct physical site visits in the majority of situations. It is strongly
recommended that you provide your design professional at Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc. with all available project information and obtain accurate additional information
pertaining to the building and roof layout, roofing material, roof sub-structure, and/or environmental concerns as requested by Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc.

Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc. (RMSG) manufactures and distributes only the highest grade of snow retention devices. Our products are designed to withstand the harshest
elements and perform for the lifetime of the roof without damage or structural deterioration. RMSG warrants our metal snow retention products for 50 years from date of purchase
against defects in material and workmanship, including rust or other degradation of the metal itself which results in structural product failure. This warranty is not extended to the
installation of the product (including labor), or other materials used in installation process. Coatings applied to snow guards are not covered against deterioration although RMSG uses
only the highest grade of exterior coatings on its products. When installed in accordance with our installation instructions and job specific snow retention plan, RMSG products are
warranted against damage from snow and ice movement on the roof. RMSG products are not warranted against damage from rooftop traffic, roof maintenance, or other acts of God,
including, but not limited to wind and hail. Under this warranty, RMSG will replace RMSG products determined to be defective or damaged by rooftop snow and ice when installed in
accordance with RMSG installation instructions and a job specific layout diagram. Labor to remove and replace damaged snow guards is not covered. Labor and materials to repair or
replace roofing or other damaged building components is specifically excluded from this warranty.

Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc. will not be responsible for any damages (life or property) greater than the original purchase price of the Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc.
products used on the project. Snow guard layouts provided by Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc. are intended to limit the probability of catastrophic releases of snow and ice from
the roof surface above the lowest point of snow retention. Ice and snow that accumulates on the roof below the snow retention layout is not part of the Rocky Mountain Snow Guards
snow retention system and is not intended to be held in place by the Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc. snow retention layout. In addition, certain conditions may exist where snow
works it’s way past Rocky Mountain Snow Guards, Inc. devices and falls off the roof even when devices are installed in accordance with a job specific snow retention plan. These
conditions may include slushy-wet snows, snow accumulation in excess of design and load criteria and snow slides off of steeper slopes where snow slides over the top of the snow
retention devices. In addition, Rocky Mountain Snow Guards cannot design an effective snow retention system on lower roof areas where upper roof areas do not have adequate snow
retention.
